6. We very seldom make changes because of weather BUT coaches are responsible for
checking the web site the day of the meet to be sure the meet is on as scheduled.

7. Unlimited entry in every event. A minimum measurement in the Shot Put maybe established.

8. Coaches Packet will contain bar coded Name/Team stickers for each athlete entered in an
event on the oval (200, 400, 800, 1600, 4x4, & 4x8). 55 & 55H are pre-seeded and athlete’s
names are on the posted heat sheets. In the field events, athlete’s names are on the officials
result sheets and field athletes just need to check in at the venue.

9. No starting blocks in this meet.

10. This is a NO SPIKE MEET! No Plastic Bottoms of any kind. See spike rules on web site.

11. Depending upon the number of entries, the 6 jump rule may be used in PV and HJ. Also, the
meet directors reserve the right to lower the bar during the competition for an athlete delayed by
another event.

12. The Armory has a great food venue.

13. Entrance to The Armory is on Fort Washington Avenue between 168" and 169 streets.

14. Parking: Buses: Check the web site for current regulations. While cars may park on the
street, it is generally non-existent. There are also two local parking lots for cars: Fort
Washington Ave between 164™ and 165" streets. Broadway between 176" and 177t Streets.

15. Directions: From GW Bridge take 178" Street exit to Broadway. Right on Broadway to
168" Street.

16. Remember: Entries will be closed before the due date if the meet gets too large

Triple Jump - (3 jumps - no finals) boys then girls
High Jump - will begin at the conclusion of the dash finals. 2 pits - boys and girls at the same time
Pole Vault - - boys then girls - opening heights: f-boys-8’, n-boys-9’

(boys first this year) f-girls-6’, n-girls-7’
Meet directors reserve the right to increase opening heights if entries warrant.
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
